CAPE FEAR VALLEY HEALTH SYSTEM
Mayor McNeill introduced Michael Nagowski, CEO and Breeden Blackwell, Director of Government Relations for Cape Fear Valley Health System, who gave an update on Cape Fear’s plans to construct a hospital in Hoke County.

Mr. Blackwell informed the council that Cape Fear plans to build a 41-bed hospital with an emergency room, operating rooms and an obstetrics unit on a 60-acre site across from Paraclete XP on Hwy. 401 in eastern Hoke County.  Proposed cost of construction is $90 million.  Proposed project will create approximately 350 jobs for Hoke County.
Mr. Nagowski showed plans which included a third floor, called “the penthouse” that would be devoted to women’s medical needs and would include deliveries and newborn care.  The second floor would house intensive care units with the first floor devoted to 16-room emergency care.  Plans include daycare and a Hospice facility and the rebuilding of Hoke Family Medical Care, currently located on South Main Street in Raeford. 
Mr. Nagowski stated that Cape Fear is prepared to build once final approval is received from the state.  First Health is proposing to build an eight bed hospital a few miles from Cape Fear’s proposed hospital.  Both healthcare providers received approval from the state to build hospitals to serve Hoke County.  However, both providers have appealed the state’s decision to approve Certificate of Needs allowing the competing medical facilities to be built.  A decision on these appeals is expected in October.
Time was allotted for questions from the council.

Mayor and Council thanked Mr. Nagowski and Mr. Blackwell for their presentation.
