4. Approved Ordinance 2010-01 amending the City Code of Raeford, N.C. Subdivision IX. Section 18-293 Applicability of the Grease Control Ordinance

Ordinance # 2010-01

Ordinance Amending the City Code of Raeford, North Carolina

SUBDIVISION IX. SECTION 18-293

APPLICABILITY OF THE GREASE CONTROL ORDINANCE


Whereas the City of Raeford deems it prudent to regulate the manner that grease and oil enter the City’s waste water treatment system;


NOW THEREFORE, the Raeford City Council hereby amends Subdivision IX, Section 18-193 of the Raeford City Code as follows:

1. By deleting the following language from paragraph (1): 

As of July 1, 2007, all food service establishments that are proposed, constructed, expanded, renovated, reconstructed, or change ownership shall meet the requirements included herein prior to opening, expanding, or reopening the food service establishment.  Existing food service establishments requiring a FOG interceptor greater than one thousand five hundred (1,500) gallons in capacity shall complete installation of said interceptor before January 1, 2008.  Existing food service establishments requiring a FOG interceptor less than one thousand five hundred (1,500) gallons in capacity shall complete installation of said interceptor before July 1, 2008.

2. By inserting the following language after the first sentence in paragraph (1):

As of July 1, 2010, all commercial food service establishments that are proposed, constructed, expanded, renovated, reconstructed, or change ownership shall meet the requirements included herein prior to opening, expanding, reopening, or conducting business under new ownership of the food service establishment.

1318 HWY. 401 BUSINESS

REZONING PROPERTY LOCATED ON 401 BUSINESS

A motion was made by Councilman Conoly and seconded by Councilwoman Wilburn to enter into a public hearing to consider a request from Sujan Neupane to rezone property on 401 Business from RMH to Highway Commercial for the purpose of building a strip mall.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Mayor McNeill stated that the site is a vacant manufactured home park.  The park was closed recently and the manufactured homes have been removed from the site.  The property to the north is also owned by the Shivswami Corporation and is currently zoned HC.  The properties to the south are residentially zoned.  Mayor informed the council that the Planning Board met on July 20th, 2010 and recommended approval to the city council since the rezoning would create a continuation of the existing HC district.  Mayor McNeill pointed out that city staff agrees with this recommendation. 

PUBLIC HEARING CLOSED
A motion was made by Councilman Conoly and seconded by Councilman Jordan to close the public hearing and to enter back into regular session.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Councilwoman Wilburn made a motion to approve the request from Sujan Neupane to rezone the property on 401 Business from RMH to Highway Commercial.  The motion was seconded by Councilwoman King and unanimously carried.

REPORTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Councilman Jordan thanked Terry Tapp and Roy Jackson for their work in trying to handle loose dogs in the East Donaldson area.  Councilman Jordan asked the City Manager to look into the parking and running of trucks for a length of time at night in the Raeford Village Shopping Center.  Complaints have been made by residents from a nearby apartment complex.
Councilwoman King pointed out that one of the trees on Main Street (in front of Howell Drug) has died.  Councilwoman King announced that Lockie MacDonald has suggested that the Raeford Cemetery burial data be posted on the city’s website.  Councilwoman King stated that when the House of Raeford has shift changes, cars being parked at the Central Avenue entrance of the cemetery blocks entrance for the public.  City Manager to look into these matters. 

Councilwoman Wilburn and Councilman Conoly thanked the city employees for their continued good work.
Mayor McNeill announced the city employees who have August birthdays and also thanked the city staff and employees for a job well done.
The City Manager announced that Councilwoman King and Councilwoman Wilburn will be meeting with city staff to draft a Junk Yard Ordinance to be presented at the September council meeting.
