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December 6, 2010

The City Council of the City of Raeford met in regular session on Monday, December 6, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the James B. McLeod Council Chambers of Raeford City Hall.  The following members of the City Council were present:  Mayor John K. McNeill, III, Councilman Robert Conoly, Councilman John Jordan, Councilwoman Mary Neil King, Councilman Wayne Willis, and Councilwoman Shelley Wilburn.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order.

4. Approved the re-appointment of David Conoly as the city’s representative on the Firemen’s Relief Fund Trusteeship.  Term to expire January 1, 2013.
5. Approved Resolution #2010-05 in support of FirstHealth of the Carolinas and Cape Fear Valley Health System agreeing to drop the 2009 Certificate of Need appeals and agreeing not to appeal the 2010 CON appeals as follows:

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF FIRSTHEALTH OF THE CAROLINAS AND CAPE FEAR VALLEY HEALTH SYSTEM TO FORGO ALL APPEALS IN THE HOKE COUNTY 2009 AND 2010 CERTIFICATE OF NEED DEBATE


The Raeford City Council has been informed of a proposal by FirstHealth of the Carolinas to Cape Fear Valley Health System that both parties agree to drop the 2009 Certificate of Need (CON) appeals and agree to not appeal the 2010 CON approvals.  The state has twice approved both health systems’ applications and those plans have been supported by the Hoke County Commission.  Both facilities will address the current and future health care needs of Hoke County residents.  Dropping all appeal options will bring much needed hospital services to Hoke County. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:     

The Raeford City Council supports an agreement between FirstHealth of the Carolinas and Cape Fear Valley Medical Center to withdraw the 2010 Certificate of Need appeals, drop all 2009 appeals of the Hoke County Hospital Certificate of Need approvals and proceed with their plans to provide healthcare access for Hoke County residents.  Hoke County is in need of hospital services and hereby endorses such an agreement.

6. Approved a five (5) year contract with McGill Environmental Systems to haul and dispose of sludge from the city’s wastewater treatment plant.  This contract holds these rates in place for the next five years; however, a fuel surcharge based on national fuel prices may be added to the cost.
7. Approved bid quote from Charles R. Underwood, Inc. for a booster pump station on Thomas Drive in the amount of $91,000.  The proposed pump station to provide adequate water pressure for Raeford Village and future development for 140 homes.  Once the subdivision grows beyond this number of homes, the only additional cost would be related to installing a second pump. This pump station will eliminate the purchase of water from Hoke County.  Price is contingent on no additional requirements from the State.  If any additional requirements, it would result in only a minimal cost increase.
8. Approved Budget Amendments #5 through #7 as follows:
