WHEREAS, as required by the statute and the interests of sound local planning, a Local Water Supply for the City of Raeford, has been developed and submitted to the Raeford City Council for approval; and


WHEREAS, the Raeford City Council finds that the Local Water Supply Plan is in accordance with the provisions of North Carolina General Statute 143-355 (l) and that it will provide appropriate guidance for the future management of water supplies for the City of Raeford, as well as useful information to the Department of environment and Natural Resources for the development of a state water supply plan as required by statute;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Raeford City Council of the City of Raeford that the Local Water Supply Plan entitled, 2007 Local Water Supply Plan dated January 3rd, 2011, is hereby approved and shall be submitted to the Department of Environment and Natural Resources, Division of Water Resources; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Raeford City Council intends that this plan shall be revised to reflect changes in relevant data and projections at least once every five years or as otherwise requested by the Department, in accordance with the statute and sound planning practice.

PUBLIC HEARING

WRIGHT BUSINESS INVESTMENTS
REZONING PROPERTY LOCATED OFF COLE AVENUE
A motion was made by Councilwoman King and seconded by Councilwoman Wilburn to enter into a public hearing to consider a request from Wright Business Investments. to rezone approximately 3.16 acres located off Cole Avenue, between West Palmer Street and Dudley Street from RMF-12 to Highway Commercial.  The request, if approved, will allow the construction for a religious organization with a seating capacity over 200 people.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Mayor McNeill informed the council that the Raeford Planning Board met on December 21, 2010 and recommends approval to the council.  
Mayor asked if the council had any questions.  Councilwoman King asked if this request would cause any traffic problems.  Tommy Wright, applicant, informed the council that Department of Transportation would have to address traffic concerns due to the secondary road being maintained by DOT.
