Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order.

PRESENTATION OF GRANTS

BY UNILEVER

Ms. Georgia Szewczak, Plant Manager of Unilever, Inc. presented a grant to Hoke Emergency Liaison (H.E.L.P.) in the amount of $5,000 to assist in its hunger relief effort in Hoke County.    3. Approved the transfer of the Hoke Landing Lift Station from the City of Raeford
       to Hoke County.  City Manager reported that the wastewater generated from
       both the Hoke Landing Shopping Center and the East Hoke Middle School is
       pumped to the City’s Wastewater Plant by this lift station which is located on
       the northwest corner of the shopping center site.  This lift station was
       constructed and funded by Hoke County.  At the time of construction,
       the County did not have a wastewater collection permit, forcing the State of 
       N.C. to include the lift station within the City of Raeford’s Wastewater Collection 
       Permit.  Hoke County was recently issued a wastewater collection permit by the 
       State, and the lift station should be included within their permit.  This transfer is 
       part of the effort by both the county and city personnel to correct any 
       inaccuracies within the 2 wastewater collection permits.

Councilwoman Wilburn reported that she and the Mayor attended a strategic meeting for the Hoke County School system and one of the topics was based on recycling.  Mayor McNeill stated that a 5 year plan (2011-2016) was presented at this strategic meeting.  Mayor stated the plan is a very ambitious one, but yet one they feel can be met.  He reported that Hoke County Schools are improving and growing.  

Councilwoman King commended the H.E.L.P. Store for their hard work in meeting the needs of their target population and for receiving the grant award from Unilever, Inc.
Mayor and City Manager thanked Major George Marr for serving as Interim Chief of Police while this position is vacant.  Also the city staff was thanked for their continued good work.
