WHEREAS, the City of Raeford currently operates a sewer line along Peddlers Branch between the City Cemetery and Prospect Avenue; and


WHEREAS, the City of Raeford has determined that in order to continue to provide these services it should install a newer and larger sewer line along Peddlers Branch between the City Cemetery and Prospect Avenue; and

WHEREAS a Sanitary Sewer Easement is needed across the property owned by Thomas P. Howell and wife, Kimberly Howell; Conrad Sweeney and Charisse Sweeney; Mary E. Burr; John Leandro and wife, Lana Kathleen Leandro; Kevin E. Epps and Ilissa B. Epps; Timothy E. Nance and wife, Lucinda L. Nance; James F. Baker and wife, Joan Baker; Avery Connell Agency, Inc., which is located along Peddlers Branch between the City Cemetery and Prospect Avenue and more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto; and 


WHEREAS, the Sanitary Sewer Easement is a public purpose essential to the City’s operations and services; and


WHEREAS, it appears reasonably necessary for the City, pursuant to its responsibility to provide water and sewer, to exercise its rights to eminent domain pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 40A-1, et. seq., in order to obtain title to an easement across the above-referenced real estate.


NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RAEFORD does hereby resolve and declare its intent to condemn the above described real estate (including any structures, fixtures, buildings or improvements thereon) and it authorizes and directs the City Staff and City Attorney to take all appropriate action under Chapter 40A of the North Carolina General Statutes to complete the condemnation and acquisition of said real property.
